Hari Singh finds it easy to rob a greedy
man because the man can afford the loss
and often accumulates wealth through
dishonest means, making the robbery
feel justified. In contrast, robbing a
careless man is difficult and less
satisfying, as he doesn’t even notice the
theft, depriving the thief of the pleasure
and sense of righteousness from the act.
Anil was a kind man, he wanted to give
him a second chance to Hari. Anil knew
this will fill Hari's heart with faith in
goodness otherwise he would have
become a hardened criminal.

Hari Singh, ultimately, realized the
significance of education in life.
